To All Contract Document Holders:

You are hereby notified of the following changes, deletions, additions, corrections and clarifications to the plans, specifications, and other documents comprising the Contract Documents for the 2014 Okanogan Conservation District Emergency Watershed Protection Program project issued for bid November 10, 2014.

Pre-Bid Meeting

A pre-bid meeting and site visit were conducted on November 14, 2014.  The following clarifications result from questions and discussions with attendees during the meeting and site visit.

· No bid bond requirement listed in the contract.  
The bid bond requirement is listed in paragraph 1.2 of the contract, on page 2.  

· Payment and performance bonds shall be separate and both for the full contract amount.
Bonds are required for both performance and payment. Bonds shall be for the full contract amount and submitted on the forms supplied within this Addendum.

· Options for retainage only applicable if contract is less than $35,000.
Section 1.2 Performance and Payment Bond/Retainage Option, Option #2, is hereby removed from consideration.  Only Option #1 is available.  

· Provide Engineer’s Estimate.  
Engineer’s Estimate for the completed contract is $75,000-125,000

· Requirements for a “responsive” bid.  Signed signature page, acknowledgment of addenda, bid bond, completed bid sheet, non-collusion declaration, and proposed project schedule. 
For bids to be considered responsive they shall include a signed signature page, acknowledgement of addenda, bid bond, completed bid sheet, and the Non-collusion Declaration (Sheets attached). A proposed schedule showing progression of work shall be included.  Schedule shall show no less information than proposed dates for each individual site.  Nonresponsive bids shall be rejected.

· Partial Completion of Contract – Inability to Work on a Site.
If frost depth greater than 12 inches is encountered, the contract will be terminated. Due to the potential of contract termination, bids shall be submitted on the enclosed bid sheet. In the event of Contract termination, the Contractor will be paid based upon the bids for completed sites. Bids submitted shall be reasonably balanced based upon quantities of material, type of material, and work required to complete each site.  The Contracting Agency reserves the right to reject any bids that are judged to be unbalanced and award the bid to the lowest bidder submitting a balanced bid.

· Tentative Schedule?
The schedule for work completion is from December 1-December 10, 2014.  If the selected contractor can and wishes to begin work sooner than December 1, that is an option, but no on-site work shall occur under any circumstance on Thursday, November 27, 2014 (Thanksgiving Day).  Regardless of the start day, the selected contractor will have 10 calendar days to complete all work covered by this contract.
  

· Is the Ten Day Period Working Days or Calendar Days? 
Calendar Days. If the period of work includes Thanksgiving, the work period shall be extended to 11 Calendar Days.

· What do the Contractors do if they encounter frozen ground or frost?
Per “Construction Specification 21 – Excavation” and “Construction Specification 23 – Earthfill”, frozen ground is considered “unsuitable” material and all unsuitable material shall be excavated and removed from the site. The Contractor is responsible for removal and disposal of all unsuitable material as directed by the referenced specifications.

· What do the Contracts do if they encounter heavy snowfall? 
Any accumulation of snow greater than 1 inch shall be removed prior to placement of fill.

· What if a berm is partially completed and dike material placed the previous day freezes overnight?
For dikes that are partially constructed at the end of a work day, frozen material shall be removed the following day prior to placement of additional suitable material. If partially constructed with respect to the vertical (height) dimension, the top layer of frozen material shall be removed. If partially constructed with respect to the horizontal dimension (length), the face adjacent to the newly placed material shall be removed.

· What surveying is the Contractor responsible for?
Surveying for the Contract will be completed by Okanogan Conservation District staff. The ends of each structure will be marked with stakes and/or paint. Marks represent the end of the full height cross-section of each structure and do not include required transitions for road structures or end sloping of dike structures.  The width of stripping and overall length of structures shall be established by the Contractor in reference to the provided marks and in accordance with the Contract drawings and specifications.

· How is moisture content going to be monitored?
Moisture content of dike foundations and earthfill material will be evaluated as acceptable by elimination of all frozen material.

· Will compaction testing be required?
No compaction testing is required. Compaction of dike and road material shall follow Construction Specification 23 – Earthfill 10.a.(5).

Contract Document Changes

· Contract clause 1.2 is modified to;

1.2 Bonds & Retainage

a) [bookmark: _Toc324944975]BID DEPOSIT

(1) [bookmark: _Toc324944992]A deposit of at least 5 percent of the total Bid shall accompany each Bid. This deposit may be cash, certified check, cashier’s check, or a proposal bond (Surety bond). Any proposal bond shall be on a form acceptable to the District and shall be signed by the Bidder and the Surety. A proposal bond shall not be conditioned in any way to modify the minimum 5 percent required. The Surety shall: (1) be registered with the Washington State Insurance Commissioner, and (2) appear on the current Authorized Insurance List in the State of Washington published by the Office of the Insurance Commissioner.

b) PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT BONDS -- CONSTRUCTION

(1) Performance bonds (provided).  The penal amount of performance bonds at the time of contract award shall be 100 percent of the original contract price, which includes Washington State Sales Tax.

(2) Payment bonds (provided).  The penal amount of the payment bonds at the time of contract award shall be 100 percent of the original contract price, which includes Washington State Sales Tax.

c) RETAINAGE

(1) The District will comply with the requirements of RCW 60.28.011 and withhold retainage in the amount of 5% of the funds due the Contractor for construction of this project until completion of the Work. Release of the retainage will occur 60 days following the completion date.

Changes not shown on drawings;
1. All road transitions to existing ground shall be built with constant grades and minimum lengths of 15 feet for every 1 feet of height. For example, 2 foot road raises shall have minimum transition lengths of 30 feet at a constant grade. 3 foot road raises shall have minimum transition lengths of 45 feet at a constant grade.
